Terms and Conditions

1.D./Citizenship: Travelers must possess a passport book (not card) that is valid for at least six months beyond the tour’s conclu-
sion with names matching those on their tour and flight reservations. Complete name, gender and birth date are required to con-
firm reservations per TSA/airline requirements. It is recommended that any person charged with, or convicted of, a crime
(including DUI) obtain the necessary approval before attempting to enter Canada. Non-U.S. citizens are responsible for confirm-
ing their own entry requirements.

Deposits and Payments: Please make checks payable to Burkhalter Tours. Most major credit cards are also accepted, although
sometimes a cash discount may be offered. A deposit of $600 per person is required to secure reservations. All tour confirma-
tions are subject to receipt of signed tour application and payment verification. Final payment is due by May 5, 2021.

Cancellations/Refunds: All cancellations are subject to a $50 Burkhalter Tours service fee that may not be covered by tour op-
erator insurance. In addition to the service fee and possible airline penalties, tour cancellation penalties are as follows:

Cancel prior to May 5, 2021: Deposit is non-refundable
Cancel after May 5, 2021: Tour is non-refundable

No refund will apply on unused portions of the tour. If a roommate cancels, the remaining traveler may have to pay any single
room supplement that is incurred. Name changes and departure date changes are considered reservation cancellations and are
subject to cancellation fees. Once issued, airline tickets are 100% non-refundable.

Travel insurance is strongly advised in order to protect your investment. Coverage for trip cancellation/interruption/delay, and
medical emergency expenses is available from Burkhalter Tours, and we recommend purchase at the time of booking. Ask your
agent for more information.

Tour Conditions: This tour is a regular Holland America tour departure and no minimum number of Burkhalter travelers is
required for the tour to operate. With 30 Burkhalter participants, a Burkhalter Tours host may travel with the group to provide
leadership on flights and while traveling. All arrangements are based upon tariffs in effect on April 24, 2020 and are subject to
change. Once deposit has been received, any changes to air or land arrangements may be assessed a $50 revision fee. Revision
fees may be higher once air is ticketed.

Air Transportation: The airfare portion of the tour price is an estimate and is based on a group air contract requiring a mini-
mum of 10 travelers. Airline seat assignments can only be requested after final payment and may be limited in availability. If spe-
cific seat assignments are vital to your enjoyment of the tour, we recommend individual air reservations. Deviations from the
group air schedule may result in a different airfare. Routing and schedules are subject to change.
