Day 7, Monday, Oct. 17: Santorini.  Today is at leisure to explore the 

island on your own.  Perhaps visit the excavation site of ancient Akrotiri, 

one of the most important prehistoric settlements of the Aegean, the 

Museum of Prehistoric Thera located in Fira or discover the colorful 

beaches created by the volcanic eruption.
